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Culture of success

The Southern Cross Grammar School uniform is an important aspect of the School’s commitment to building a safe
and respectful school environment with high expectations for all students. The SCG dress code exemplifies care in
personal presentation and enhances the reputation of the individual and the School. The uniform must be worn in the
correct manner on all school occasions, including when travelling to and from school.

Students are permitted to wear their full sport uniform to school on the days that they have Sport or Physical
Education. In cases where there might be variation from this routine (e.g. House Events), parents will be given notice
in writing. When attending a sporting fixture, students must wear the School tracksuit. Correct sport uniform is to be
worn at practices and matches unless otherwise arranged by coaches.

All uniform items listed are able to be purchased from the approved uniform supplier.

To assist with the return of lost items all articles of clothing, bags, books, equipment and personal property should be
clearly labelled with the owner’s name. We recommend using iron-on labels.

Appearance and dress code

e Allstudents are required to wear the correct school uniform to and from school

e Hair must be well groomed. Extremes in hair style, colour or length are unacceptable. Hair exceeding shoulder
length should be tied back with a hair tie, scrunchie, ribbon or headband in the colours of the school.

e Students may wear minimal, natural-looking makeup. Makeup should be subtle and not excessive, ensuring a neat
and professional appearance.

e Students are welcome to wear simple rings, necklaces, wristbands, or chains, as long as they are not excessive,
distracting, offensive or unsafe. Jewellery should complement the school uniform and maintain a neat, respectful
appearance.

e Forsafety reasons, students may be asked to remove jewellery during physical activities, practical subjects (Sports,
Technology, Food, Science Labs), or as directed by staff.

e Earrings should be simple and complement the school uniform. No other visible body piercings are permitted.

e Girl's dresses must be at least knee length

e The Sport jacket is not to be worn over the top of the formal uniform

e The Anorak or Spray jacket is only for outdoor use only during PE classes in inclement weather (as instructed by
the teacher)

e Under-sleeve garments may be worn beneath the school uniform. These garments must be plain black in colour
and must not contain a hood.

e Hats must be worn correctly during PE, Active, Recess and Lunch during Terms 1 and 4 in line with our SunSmart
approach to UV protection. Hats can be worn at the discretion of the PE teacher during Terms 2 and 3 based on
weather and UV conditions.

Uniform expectations

e During Terms 1 and 4, students are able to wear the full summer or full winter uniform

e During Terms 2 and 3, students are required to wear the full winter uniform

e For students in Years 3 and above, the school blazer should be worn to and from school every day. During the
warmer months, students will be advised during the day as to whether they will be required to wear the blazer
home.
